  Building Sustainable 

Communities in Post Conflict and Post Disaster Environments


Global terrorism and natural disasters have led our Departments of Defense and State, and healthcare, humanitarian and religious organizations to initiate new cooperative and collaborative post conflict/post disaster engagements with regional NGOs in the Middle East, Africa and Asia.  In these regions, diverse tribal affiliations, weak governments and life sustaining infrastructures, and chronic tribal conflicts continually set back these coalitions’ sustainable progress goals, and provide easy opportunities for terrorists to disrupt progress. 

Our panelists are adapting U.S. practices, policies, innovations, and cultural engagement strategies in these regions, and seeking to advance U.S. innovations in alternative energy, healthcare, water purification, shelter, education, and port, border and critical infrastructure security/surveillance etc.  They are also adapting our communications, sensor/monitoring, crisis response, and on-site community development operations to the varied cross-cultural environments by establishing the trusted relationships/organizational partnerships that ensure resiliency and recovery capacities in response to future crises. 

America leads the world in effective sourcing/deployment of humanitarian aid globally to communities in response to diverse crises.  We have set up new organizations, programs, policies and funding sources that enable us to integrate this experience with lessons learned from working with local communities, to preposition capacities to respond, manage and recover from disasters and recognize and pre-empt terrorist attacks.

These culturally based disaster response, relief, and recovery programs are achieving significant results in Haiti, Africa, Middle East, etc., and advancing our capacity to work with local communities seeking stability and progress. They include recognizing ” Faint Signals” of approaching terrorist and non-terrorist crisis events that are a key to long-term stability.
